Full Bloom
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A tradition in the Catholic faith and several 
other Christian faiths is to make the sign of the 
cross. The usual way (with some variations) is to 
touch the forehead, then touch the lower middle 
chest, and then the left and right shoulders, thus 
tracing a cross over the body. This is traditionally 
a way to invoke the Trinity: the Father, the Son, 
and the Holy Spirit.

I have a new understanding. Consider that the 
vertical line of the cross represents the divine 
and the horizontal line the human. Crossing 
oneself then expresses an understanding of the 
divine and the human joined, with the center at 
one’s heart. Done slowly and meditatively, this 
can create a wonderful energetic feeling and is 
appropriate for all people whether Christian or 
not. It helps me to realize and feel a key message 
intended by Jesus and other spiritual masters 
that have come to us over the ages—that we are 
created both human and divine.
